vehicles

November 11 (Mon) – 8am-3pm (depending on departures) – A few Airport drop offs 
and retrieval of courtesy vehicles
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WHAT TO EXPECT

Total boredom followed by …….. 

Total Chaos (or so it may appear). 

Bring something to read or do – we have a good bit of down time, 
but we also have WiFi and a TV. 

Important – Be available when needed. 

Stay near our office, ask before leaving.
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CONDUCT

Your MUST wear the required uniform.

You are the first (and often last) face of the tournament!

Some guests are talkative, some are not. Follow the lead of the guest.

DO NOT – NEVER, EVER ask for autographs and/or pictures while in 
uniform.

We are volunteers, we do NOT ask for tips. We do not accept them either.

Refer to the volunteer handbook and the volunteer website for more 
rules (Bag Policy, Mobile Device Policy).
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ABSOLUTE PRIORITY - SAFETY

Drive Safely! 

Do not take risks. 

Seatbelts must be worn at all times. 

Ask guests to buckle up. 

Do not drive in emergency lanes or speed. 

No Texting – Pull over to a safe spot to text, if needed.

Use hands-free talking, if available.
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CHECK IN

Volunteers must park at the volunteer lot and ride the shuttle to get to the 
course. 

Sign in as soon as you arrive in the transportation office. We will be in the front 
part of the women’s locker room.

Assignments will be first-in / first-out. (Special assignments may alter the order 
and is at the discretion of PGA TOUR Staff and Andreas).

Bring your cell phone.  We may need to get a hold of you while you are working. 
Bring a charger as well, so you will not be without power at the wrong time.

Trip Sheets (contain pickup/drop off details, contact info)

Pickup/drop off (airports, hotels and course)

For airport pickups:

Text passenger your name and a short message to contact you, once leaving 

baggage claim to let you know where they are waiting curbside (e.g. Door 2 North)

Take your personal belongings out of the vehicle

Keep vehicle clean

Keep fuel level above ¼ or 100 miles range
